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Youth engagement at Fayetteville-Cumberland Parks and Recreation is more than just offering activities. It is about creating       
meaningful opportunities for young people to build confidence, develop skills, and stay connected to their community. Across its 
parks, recreation centers, and cultural spaces, FCPR is committed to providing programs that encourage creativity, leadership, 
and personal growth while preparing youth for future success. 
 
A cornerstone of this work is Orange Street School, now home to youth programming that blends cultural arts, technology, and 
education. The Orange Street Music Lab gives young people access to a professional recording studio where they can explore  
music production, performance, and creative expression through guitar workshops, piano and keyboard classes, and free teen 
workshops led by local artists and mentors. The Two-Six Labs tech space offers hands-on learning in STEM, digital media,      
entrepreneurship, and innovation through partnerships with industry leaders such as Google and Microsoft. In 2025, the Orange 
Street Music Lab was recognized statewide with the North Carolina Recreation and Parks Association Innovative Program 
Award, highlighting FCPRõs commitment to expanding recreation beyond traditional programming and investing in 
Fayettevilleõs youth. 
 
For many years, FCPR has prioritized leadership development and workforce readiness through intentional youth development 
programs. Programs such as the Counselor in Training (CIT), Junior Official, Junior Scorekeeper, and Lifeguard Certification 
Courses provide teens with hands-on training and real-world experience. Participants develop responsibility, teamwork,        
communication, and leadership skills, while gaining practical experience in program operations and youth engagement. Several of 
these programs also offer opportunities to earn income and can lead directly to future employment. Together, these initiatives 
create opportunities for personal growth and career preparation. 
 
College Experience Field Trips further support career exploration by introducing youth to higher education opportunities 
through campus tours and career-focused learning. Trip highlights include visits to community colleges where participants     
explore specialized programs in healthcare, technology, skilled trades, culinary arts, and cosmetology. These experiences help 
students connect education directly to potential future careers. 
 
The Fayetteville-Cumberland Youth Council (FCYC) exemplifies youth engagement by giving young people a voice in             
community initiatives, event support, and program promotion while building leadership skills that can lead to future                  
opportunities in community and public service. The òiCareó movement is another youth-led initiative that encourages pride in self 
and in the community. It begins with one simple question, òWhat do you care about?ó Through this movement, young people  
engage in conversations with community members, share their perspectives, and speak up on issues that matter most to them. 
These efforts help bridge the gap between youth and adults while promoting understanding, connection, and shared                  
responsibility. 
 
Recreation centers across the community enhance youth development through teen programming, after-school opportunities, 
and social events that provide safe and welcoming spaces for young people to connect and stay active. Athletics continue to be a 
major focus of youth engagement at FCPR, providing young people with opportunities to build teamwork, discipline, confidence, 
and sportsmanship through widely available leagues, camps, and recreation center programs. 
 
Whether a student is recording music, exploring a college campus, officiating a game, earning a lifeguard certification, or leading 
community conversations, each experience helps build confidence and opens doors to future successes. FCPR remains committed 
to investing in the next generation and strengthen our community through youth engagement.

GENERAL INFORMATION 
 
Clark Park and its Nature Center join the Cape Fear River Trail (CFRT) and Moses Mathis òBicycle Manó playground/trailhead 
to form a complex suited to hours of enjoyment and education. It remains a natural woodland area dedicated to preserving the 
environment, educating the public on North Carolina plants and wildlife and providing a place to passively commune with  
nature. The Nature Center features displays and live animals. Visitors can picnic overlooking the woods and one of the highest 
waterfalls in the coastal plain. 
 
For those interested in walking or jogging, the park has its own set of unpaved trails, and also serves as a trailhead for the paved 
CFRT. The CFRT has dedicated mountain biking trails, accessed near the Rivercliff subdivision at the bottom of Eastwood  
Avenue. Well behaved, leashed pets are welcome on trails as long you clean up after them. The park features a permanently  
installed Storywalk®, a partnership with the Cumberland County Public Library, to bring walkable books to young readers.

The 13 mile Cape Fear Mountain Bike Trail is a feature of the 
Cape Fear River Trail. Access is located 1 mile north of Clark 
Park traveling towards Methodist University, not far from 
the intersection with Eastwood Avenue. This meandering  
woodland trail is suitable for cyclists and hikers alike. 
 
The Cape Fear Mountain Bike Trail is the result of  
Fayetteville Cumberland Parks and Recreation gaining  
support through various volunteer groups, individuals, and a 
partnership with The Bicycle Shop.  
 
If you are interested in volunteering for trail maintenance, 
leave your contact information with a Park Ranger.

¶ Maintain speeds that allow you to yield to pedestrians 
and that are within your abilities. 
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Cape Fear River Trail 
 
The Cape Fear River Trail (CFRT) is a 10-foot wide paved 
path for walkers, joggers, bicyclists, and others utilizing  
non-motorized transportation. It winds for over 7 miles,  
one-way, through a beautiful blend of trees, plants, and  
wildlife with spectacular views of the river. The terrain can be 
flat or slightly hilly. In addition to the wooden bridges,  
including one covered bridge, there is over 1,000 feet of  
boardwalk through the marsh and wetlands along the trail.  
A short connector links the Linear Park Trail with the newest 
section of the Cape Fear River Trail near Riverside Dog Park 
(limited parking is available at the dog park). 
 
Along the trail are interpretive signs explaining the wildlife 
and plant life found in the area. There are more than 700  
species of plants and trees, and 150 species of birds. The river 
trail area is also home to an unusual combination and  
diversity of hardwood trees. Frogs, lizards, and turtles are 
common sights, with an occasional deer, turkey, or bald eagle. 
 
A trail head named in honor of Moses Mathis, is centrally 
located on the trail at Clark Park. The trail is designated as 
part of the East Coast Greenway. The Greenway is a series of 
urban trails and greenways that will eventually connect from 
Calais, Maine to Key West, Florida, similar to the  
Appalachian Trail.  
 
The Cape Fear Mountain Bike Trail is accessible off of the 
CFRT. Access is located 1 mile north of Clark Park traveling 
towards Methodist University, not far from the intersection 
with Eastwood Avenue. Additional details on the Cape Fear 
Mountain Bike Trail are provided in the next column. 
 

Before You Go: 
¶ The trail is open 365 days a year from 8 am to dusk. 

¶ Parking is available at Jordan Soccer Complex and Clark 
Park. 

¶ A short connector links the Linear Park Trail with the 
CFRT near Riverside Dog Park (limited parking  
available). 

¶ The trail is not a loop. It is 7 miles long, one-way.  
Plan to have transportation waiting where you finish. 

¶ Pets must be leashed. Owners are responsible for  
cleaning up after their pets. 

¶ Some sections of the trail are steep and therefore  
hazardous. Bicyclists are to maintain speeds under 15 
mph and yield to pedestrians. Carefully control your bike 
on slopes.

Fayetteville is proud to be the home of the North Carolina Veterans Park. The first state park dedicated to military veterans - 
young and oldéliving or deceasedéfrom all branches of the Armed Services; Army, Marines, Navy, Air Force, Space Force, and 
Coast Guard. 
 
With its rich military heritage, Fayetteville is the perfect place to house the North Carolina Veterans Park. The Cityõs beautif ully 
revitalized downtown is a fitting location, given the spirit of renewal embodied in the park. Whatõs more, North Carolina is 
proud to call itself the òMost Military Friendlyó state, and the Veterans Park incorporates many natural and architectural  
elements that represent the state. Symbolic features pay homage to the veterans from all 100 counties of North Carolina and  
represent the citizens who support them. 
 
The primary theme of the North Carolina Veterans Park is a òVeteranõs Journey: life before, during, and after service.ó The  
secondary theme is rebirth and healing. This park represents that redevelopment. 
 
A 3,500 square foot Visitors Center anchors the park near the entrance. The Visitors Center includes a Service Ribbon Wall 
made of fused glass, representing every service medal awarded since the Civil War, as well as a unique chandelier made from 
33,500 òdog tagsó (service member identification tags). Special exhibits are often featured in the space, highlighting specific  
military topics. 
 
Outside the Visitors Center is the North Carolina Soils Wall, built with soil collected from the stateõs 100 counties. Native soils 
from North Carolina are featured and used throughout the park. Numerous fountains and sculptures help tell the story of a  
service memberõs journey through their military career and beyond.

The park is host to a number of small exhibits in the visitor center. These informational exhibits highlight various aspects of 
military heritage and history.
