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It is hereby declared to be the policy of the City that all public streets should be standard streets and in order to assist with the implementation of that policy, the following provisions are adopted:


1.
Definitions:



a)
Principal Arterial.  Principal arterial streets are designed to route traffic through and around the City and to serve the major centers of activity in the metropolitan area and include, but are not limited to, interstate highways, freeways, and expressways.



b)
Minor Arterial Streets.  Minor arterial streets include all arterial streets not classified as principal arterials and these streets place substantial emphasis on land access as well as routing traffic through or around the City.  These streets offer a lower level of traffic mobility and are concerned with providing intra-city travel.



c)
Collector Street.  Collector streets provide both land access service and traffic circulation within residential, commercial, and industrial areas.  These streets also collect traffic from local streets and channel it into the arterial street system.



d)
Local Street.  Local streets serve primarily to provide direct access to abutting land and access to the higher order of street systems as the collector street system and the arterial street systems.  The standard width of local streets shall be 37 feet with the City Council having the right and option to authorize the construction of a street down to a minimum width of 29 feet when right-of-way problems and present and apparent future traffic demands in an area reasonably justify the construction of a street less than the standard width.



e)
Curb.  The standard street curbs for local streets in areas used primarily for single-family residential purposes and zoned residential shall be the rollback type.  The standard street curb in other areas of the City shall generally be the vertical type curb, but the City Council, in its reasonable discretion, shall have the right and option to authorize the construction of streets with a rumble-shoulder edge in areas where such appears to be justified.



f)
Existing Streets.  Streets dedicated and accepted by the City as of April 1, 1977.  The Council may in its discretion consider unaccepted roadways existing in the City as of April 1, 1977, as existing streets.  In areas annexed after April 1977, all streets maintained shall be considered as existing streets.



g)
New Streets.  Streets dedicated and accepted after April 1, 1977.



h)
Standard Streets.  Standard streets shall generally be constructed with underground drainage, catch basins, paved surface and concrete curbs with the City Council having the right and option to authorize the construction of streets with a rumble-edge should such appear to be justified as aforesaid.


2.
Street Improvements:



a)
Existing City Streets.  The standard assessment rate for abutting or benefiting property owner or owners shall not exceed the amount provided in the fee schedule for each side of the street for the construction of non-standard streets to City standards with the City Council having the right and option to authorize the construction, reconstruction, or improvement of existing City streets for no assessment or any assessment up to, but not to exceed the amount provided in the fee schedule, as aforesaid, to abutting or benefiting property owners where community development funds, revenue sharing funds, and/or other special funds granted to the City by the federal or state government or other sources for, among other things, the street construction or reconstruction or where other special circumstances exist, which in the opinion of the City Council justify such, including among other things, the inability of abutting or benefiting property owners to pay the assessment because of economic hardships.

It is further provided that any petitions for street paving received prior to December 31, 1987, regardless of when finally approved and confirmed, shall be assessed at a rate no greater than $4.00 per linear foot for each side of the street



b)
New Streets.  The abutting or benefiting property owners on each side of new streets shall be assessed the entire expense of the construction to City standards of streets 29 feet in width from curb to curb; the City shall assume the full responsibility of intersections.  If a width greater than 29 feet is specified by the City Council, then the City shall bear the expense of street improvements in excess of 29 feet.



c)
Resurfacing of Existing Streets with Asphalt Curbs:  Paved streets with asphalt curbs will qualify for resurfacing by the City upon determination by the City Council of the following:




1.
At least 80 percent of the linear footage of asphalt curb are intact or effective as determined by the City Engineer.




2.
The street has adequate subbase and adequate drainage as determined by the City Engineer.



d)
Strip Paving of City Streets:  Strip paved streets will qualify for resurfacing by the City upon determination by the City Council of the following:




1.
The street has an adequate subbase and adequate drainage as determined by the City Engineer.




2.
Total development has taken place on less than 25 percent of the abutting property.  Development of property is defined as any parcel under the ownership of one company, individual, or group of individuals, on which any structure exists or permanent equipment has been installed.




3.
The City Council is of the opinion that further development is not likely to take place within seven years.



e)
There shall be no assessment on arterials (as defined herein) and set out on the officially approved thoroughfare plan for the City of Fayetteville.
